▪ Paul dedicated so much time and explanation on justification. 
▪ Declare: “I am justified. I am made righteous. Pinawalang-sala ako.” 
▪ Question: Since justified na, pwede na bang magkasala ng tuluy-tuloy? Answer: Certainly not! 
▪ Nilinis na tayo ng dugo ni Kristo. Malinis na malinis ka na, babalik ka pa ba sa putikan? 
▪ The grace of God gives us the power to say no to sin. 
▪ We do not sin all the more. Instead, grace gives us the power to sin no more. 
▪ Illustration: A father went camping with his son. They built a tent, had a campfire. It took a lot of work. 

Then they cooked dinner. The father got tired and needed to rest. He said to his son: “Anak, huwag 
kang lalayo at pupunta sa ilog, delikado dun. Matutulog lang ako.” Ngunit pumunta pa rin ang 
kanyang anak. Nagkaron ito ng encounter sa crocodile. Nagsisisigaw ang bata at mabilis siyang 
pinuntahan ng kanyang tatay. Naligtas ang anak ngunit nakagat ng buwaya ang ama. It cost his 
father's right arm. 

o Application: Kung babalik ulit ang anak sa ilog after 2 days, parang wala siyang natutunan sa 
nangyari, sa naging malaking sakripisyo ng kanyang ama. 

▪ So these people who ask this question have no maturity, they do not understand what cost God to 
save us. 

▪ Solution: Hear and hear the Word of God. 
▪ The blood of Jesus has forever cleansed us and there is so much more! 
▪ Romans 5:12-17 

o Kay Adan, nag-abound ang kasalanan. Kay Kristo nag-abound ang biyaya. 
o Sa offense, kamatayan ang naghari. 
o Sa ginawa ni Kristo, tayo ang maghahari. 
o Tayo ang maghahari sa buhay natin, hindi kamatayan. 
o Dahil sa kasalanan ni Adan, nakapasok ang kamatayan. 
o Kasalanan ang nagbukas ng pinto sa kamatayan. 
o Death spread to all men. All have sinned. 
o We are not under the law but under grace. Sin is not imputed to us. 
o However, death reigned. Death spread to the world. 
o Good news – Kapag ikaw ay na kay Kristo, mamatay ka man, mabubuhay kang muli. 
o The free gift = justification = much more. 
o Not condemnation but justification. 
o Those who receive much more:  

• = abundance of grace 

• = gift of righteousness, justification 
o  Will reign through Jesus! 

 
▪ 1. Where did sin begin in man? 
▪ Through one man, Adam. Sin entered the world. 
▪ Death entered through sin.  
▪ Death spread to all men, because all have sinned. From Adam to Moses and all that lives on earth. 
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▪ 2. Why do we sin? 
▪ Because we inherited the sin nature of Adam. 
▪ In Adam, we had no choice. We had sinful nature because of Adam. 
▪ 3. How does our nature change? 
▪ From evil/sinful nature to a new nature through His Son, Jesus Christ our Lord. 
▪ We can have a new nature through the last Adam, Jesus Christ. (1 Corinthians 15:22, 45) 
▪ When you believe in the Lord Jesus Christ, you are no longer in the first Adam. You are now in the Last 

Adam, Jesus Christ, the life-giving spirit. 
▪ We have a new nature. Behold the new! We have His life, everlasting life. 
▪ Kung kay Adan hindi tayo nakapili ng nature natin, kay Kristo pinapapili tayo. When you choose Jesus, 

you are now a new creation. 
▪ Ex. Hindi tayo nakapili ng mga magulang natin. But now, choose between the father of lies or our 

Father in heaven. 
▪ Would you like to remain in the first Adam and stay in death, or believe in the last Adam, Jesus Christ 

and be justified, made righteous, and have everlasting life? 
▪ Choose this day – life or death? 
▪ Choose life! Chosse Jesus – He is the way, the truth, and the life! 
▪ But there's so much more! 
▪ We reign in life! 
▪ 4. How to reign in life? 
▪ We reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ. 
▪ He is the gift that keeps on giving! 

o a. Abundance of grace (Romans 5:17) 
o b. Gift of righteousness (Romans 5:17) 

▪ Tayo ay maghahari sa buhay! Ikaw dapat ang naghahari sa buhay mo! 
▪ Ito ang plano ni Lord – Ikaw ang maghari sa buhay! 
▪ How? Look at Jesus. May sakit? Umiyak ba sya? He spoke the Word. May temptation? He spoke the 

Word. May bagyo? He spoke the Word. 
▪ Ano ba ang ginagawa ng hari? Nagsasalita at nag-uutos. 
▪ Ikaw ang maghahari sa buhay mo katulad ni Hesus na naghari over sickness, storm, lack.  
▪ Paghaharian natin ang problema, sakit, karamdaman, bagyo! 
▪ It works! 
▪ “Well, that's life” – Wrong kind of thinking and speaking. 
▪ Speak like Jesus. Say, “It is written.” Kumuha ka agad ng Word of God. 
▪ Lahat ng ginawa ni Kristo ay tagumpay. He spoke the Word. 
▪ The cross was Christ’s victory. 
▪ Declare: “Ako ang nagwagi dahil nagwagi si Lord para sa akin!” 
▪ Ano mang sakit at karamdaman ‘yan, pwede mong pagharian ‘yan. Panalo ka dyan! 
▪ Hindi tayo ang matatalo dahil we reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ. 
▪ Tumingin ka kay Hesus at magsalita ka ng Salita ng Diyos. 
▪ May bala ka para sa mga balak ng kaaway. 
▪ Speak the blessing! It works! 
▪ Have the Word of God in your mouth, lips. 
▪ You frame the life you have by the words of your mouth. 
▪ We believe and speak it, and it comes to pass. 
▪ Kesa magreklamo ka, bigkasin mo ang Salita ng Diyos. It takes the same energy. 
▪ Pag hindi hinayaan ni Lord, you just trust the Lord. He has the best for you. The Father knows best. 
▪ When you trust the Lord, naghahari ka pa rin sa buhay mo. 
▪ Speak the Word! Ang sinabi ng hari ay hindi mababali! 
▪ 5. Why will we reign? 
▪ We will reign as kings and priests. 
▪ 1 Peter 2:9 – We are a royal priesthood. 



▪ Revelation 1:4-6 – For Gentile churches. This book is for us. 
▪ Ginawa na tayong mga kings and priests! 
▪ Hindi ka ordinary, just-just o basta-basta. 
▪ Ikaw ay isang hari. Ikaw ay isang pari. Tayo 

na hinugasahan ng dugo ni Kristo. 
▪ We reign in life and even in the life after, 

we rule as kings and priests. 
▪ Revelation 5:9 – A prophecy, after the 

rapture. Rapture > Tribulation > 2nd coming 
> 1000 years of reign here on earth. 

▪ Magpupuri tayo but there's so much more! 
We will receive a glorious body like Jesus! 

▪ No more pain, sickness. We have the body 
of Jesus.  

▪ We will rule here on earth with Jesus, King 
of kings, Lord of lords! 

▪ Maghari ka na ngayon hanggang  
habang-panahon! Amen!
